Lucasfilm Bought By Disney Franchise

 Disney has just acquired Lucasfilms for about four 
billion dollars, which will now add the famous Star Wars 
characters to the Disney franchise. In a quote by Robert Iger, 
the current CEO of Disney, the purchase finally closes a deal 
that was in the process of being negotiated for about one and 
a half years. This deal will be the fourth largest deal that has 
ever been made, and will also include the video game compa-
ny LucasArts. 

In return, George Lucas, the founder of Lucasfilms, 
will receive forty million shares of the Disney stock, making 
him the second largest shareholder. He also has agreed to 
serve as a creative consultant. 

In the past, Disney has also made agreements similar 

to the one with Lucasfilms. According to USA Today, these 
companies include Pixar in 2006 and Marvel in 2009. How-
ever, the largest deal that has ever been made by the compa-
ny is the one with ABC, which was bought out for $19.7 bil-
lion dollars in 1995. 

Disney has many plans for Star Wars. The CEO said 
in a statement in USA Today they would like to restart the 
movie franchise again with Episode VII, and they would re-
lease a new movie every two to three years. The CEO also 
suggested that they might expand the franchise to some of 
their original Disney parks and hope to create new parks 
based off of the Star Wars theme.  

“It's now time for me to pass Star Wars on to a new 
generation of filmmakers,” George Lucas stated on his Lu-
casfilms website, “Star Wars will certainly live on and flour-
ish for many generations to come.”

The Watcher Reviews: 

“Wreck-It Ralph” 

Upon seeing this movie, I have 
to admit I had very low expec-
tations. Disney Animation Stu-
dios and Pixar have left me very 
underwhelmed as of late with the demographics in which 
they have been targeting. Movies such as The Princess and 
the Frog, Tangled, Whinnie the Pooh (2012 release), and 
Brave are all great films, but lacked the imagination and 
ingenuity I know Disney Animation can provide. What else 
to conquer this obstacle of demographic appeal than to 
make a video-game adaptation film? This troubled me at 
first. 

It is rare when a video game or comic book adaptation film 

becomes successful. Also, it is far rarer when a film be-
comes a successful franchise WITHOUT having to change 
its major IP’s or directors. Most of the time, video game 
movies just don’t work out well, making bad movies with 
little profit and satisfaction from loyal fans. For this reason 
I was worried for Wreck-It Ralph, because I did not want to 
see one of my favorite movie studios decide to punch-out 
and sell themselves to the big industries for the sake of ap-
pealing to what people want (for more on this idea, see 
movies such as Catwoman and Super Mario Brothers…you 
will understand my pain). However, with great pride and 
satisfaction, I am happy to announce that Wreck-It Ralph is 
one of the most original and entertaining films Disney Ani-
mation has produced in years. 

The story surrounds Wreck-It Ralph, a video game villain 
whose sole purpose is to destroy a building in which the 
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player must rebuild and defeat Ralph (similar to Donkey 
Kong). The viewers are given a glimpse inside the video 
game world, and how characters interact with each other in 
the video game universe. Ralph, fed-up with years of tor-
ment and neglect from his fellow game characters, decides 
he wants to be the hero of a game for a change, and sets his 
sights upon one of the most prestigious games in the arcade, 
“Hero’s Duty” (fairly reminiscent of any stereotypical first-
person shooter game today). Along the way, he interacts 
with various other characters from other games in the ar-
cade, including Q-bert and a lovable little glitch from the 
game “Sugar Rush.” 

Although the concept seems basic at first, the movie does 
not disappoint when it comes to keeping its audience inter-
ested. Just when you think the story will turn in a way that 
may seem obvious or boring, the film does its best to explain 
how or why and thus becomes intriguing to the viewers, 
playing with their interest in the story. Visually, this film is a 
wonder to behold. Each gaming world is stylized an unique, 
from the cartoony worlds of “Wreck-It Ralph” and “Sugar 
Rush” to the hyper-detailed and gritty worlds of “Hero’s Du-
ty,” making each new gaming world seem like a brand-new 
universe within itself. The comedy is smart and clever, play-
ing with snide potty-humor that children can enjoy, to clever 
dialogue and witty pop-culture references many grown-ups 
can enjoy as well. However, the most impressive part of the 
film, by my standards, is the vast array of real-world video 
game characters the movie was able to include. Characters 

such as Bowser from Super Mario Bros. and Zangeif from 
Street Fighter made an appearance in the movie trailers, and 
that is virtually the extent in which you see these characters, 
as they don’t do much else in the movie. However little their 
parts may seem, each one is cleverly referenced for any die-
hard gamer to enjoy just long enough, and the film does not 
take its time to revolve around the more famous gaming IPs. 
One part of the film that sticks out in particular is when Son-
ic the Hedgehog explains to the viewers that if a character 
dies within their respective gaming worlds, they respawn; 
but if they die outside their own game, they die for good. I 
squealed like a little school-girl when I saw this part, as Son-
ic is one of my favorite gaming IPs, and even the smallest 
nods to characters like this make the movie the slightest 
more thrilling to watch. 

 I give Wreck-It Ralph 4.75/5 stars and a “Watch” for 
being one of the most original and entertaining films of the 
year. Disney Animation did not disappoint me with the great 
leaps and bounds they took to make this film enjoyable for 
even the most die-hard gamer, and I was absolutely thrilled 
to see such a fascinating concept unfold before me in ways I 
could never imagine before seeing this film. The only small 
criticism I had with this film was the time restraints and lack 
of fleshing-out of the famous gaming IPs this film included, 
as I would have liked to see more interaction between 
Zangeif and Dr.Eggman…but I guess I’ll just have to keep 
dreaming. Go see Wreck-It Ralph, you won’t regret it.
