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The goals of this project are:

1. To work as partners or individually to create a 3D cell that shows and identifies 10 organelles/cell parts, in addition to the cell membrane and cell wall (if plant).

2. To show how the function of each organelle or cell part is analogous to real life community.

3. To understand the function of each cell part.

Instructions:

-The idea of the project is to build a three-dimensional cell out of whatever materials you wish to use.

-The cell is to include 10 different organelles plus the cell wall (if plant) and a cell membrane, which are clearly visible. The organelles may be made out of any materials that you wish as long as they meet the following criteria:


1. They are also three-dimensional


2. They look like they really do in a cell, as much as possible (shape).

3. They are correct size relative to each other

-The cell should hold together or be built well enough that the organelles do not fall off or somehow become detached

-Either a key or a label should identify each organelle 

- On a separate sheet a typed explanation of what the function of the organelle is in the cell in addition to the analogies between each organelle and its job in the community
